Graduate
students who are (or will be) continuing their education at their home university are
also eligible to apply if they have been enrolled at their home university for more
than one year. Continuous enroliment and progress as a full-time degree-seeking
student at home university is essential and having a 3.0 GPA on the 4.0 scale in the
last year; upper second-class in the UK’s undergraduate honors grading system; a
B in ECTS grading scale; or 80-85% in Chinese and Korean universities in the
current degree program at their home university.
